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September Meeting Minutes

The 22 September 2011 HEART Meeting convened in MINNREG building at 17:45.  Present were: Jim Hansen, Dan Bobczynski, George Shipley, Alan Gilbert,  Bill Williams.  Secretary’s report: was given and accepted.  Treasury Report: $826.56 on hand. Treasurer’s report accepted.  There were no renewals.  Old Business: none.  FGCARC: Still need to get a radio dealer for the hamfest. (Possibly CP Morgen.)  Repeater Enhancements: none.  New Business: George will check on a Minnreg payment possibly due.  Meeting adjourned at 18:05
Repeater Maintenance

Our HEART repeater is still down due to a power supply failure.  At our last meeting the members established a budget of $50 the purchase of 40 amp ferroresonant regulated power supply.  This type of power supply is superior for repeater applications as it is more rugged and better protects the equipment against power surges including lightning.  Prior to installing the new supply and returning the repeater to service we will be enhancing the ground and power system at the repeater to enhance its survivability to lightning.  We will incorporate of a single point ground system at a common entrance of the power and antenna to the repeater cabinet which will include a MOV system on the power input and a copper strap on the coax.

I believe I have all the parts necessary to complete the repair of our club’s original supply so that it may be kept as a backup.  I will be undertaking this task as soon as I get caught up with a few other projects.
We had a simple house fan blowing air over the fins to make sure the temperature stays low during continuous use.  This fan was found to have failed.  I have a standard rack mounted fan to replace this fan, but we must fabricate some ductwork to integrate it with the radio to ensure proper airflow.  At my next convenience I will construct a cardboard model of the needed ductwork which Dan Bobczynski has volunteered to fabricate.Future Repeater Upgrades
Our plan to add a frequency agile two-meter link has recently experienced some momentum.  This implementation includes a Kenwood TM-621 2 meters/220 MHz dual band mobile radio and a remote base interface from Doug Hall Electronics.  We already have an antenna for 2 meters and 220 MHz.  Our planning to determine what needs to be purchased to complete this task is per the following checklist:

· Power supply:  Controller uses 0.5A, DVR uses 1.5A, the Kenwood radio specifies 11A maximum, and the repeater radio draws 15A.  Therefore, the maximum current draw would be 28A.  However, if only one radio transmits at one time, the maximum current draw would likely be 21A.  Our TrippLite PR-30 power supply is rated for 30A peak and 24A continues.  Therefore, it appears that our current power supply should be able to handle the additional load, but the reliability would likely suffer.  It may be possible to parallel another supply to share the load and enhance the reliability.
· Determine length of existing hard-line:  300’

· Determine length of run from repeater to mounting position on tower:  100’

· Evaluate Ken Hartley’s ½” hard-line

· Inventory existing antenna mounting hardware:  Hold-off

Alan has designed and documented the interface cable which Julian fabricated.  Alan interfaced the hardware into the repeater cabinet and performed testing on low power into a dummy load.
HEART Meetings

The HEART meetings are generally held on the fourth Thursday of the month in the Griffin room at the Minnreg building located at 6340 126th Ave in Largo, FL 33773-1820.  There are no meetings in June, July, or December.  The November meeting is moved from the fourth Thursday to conflicts with Thanksgiving.  (The second Thursday is being proposed as the standard November meeting and will be put to a vote at our next quorum.)  In the event of a booking conflict with the Griffin room we find an alternate located within the Minnreg building, such as upstairs or the main hall.  Following the meeting we generally go to Sonny's Barbecue on Park Boulevard for a bite to eat.
