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Repeater maintenance

The high voltage fuse-blowing problem was initially found to be caused by a bad diode.  We also replaced some open filter capacitors in the power supply.  This section of the supply now appears to work properly, but we found that the lower supply (300V) fuse still intermittently blows.  It appears that this problem is the result of something in the transmitter drawing current, rather than a problem with the supply it’s self.  While the fuse held, with both supplies working properly, I still couldn’t squeak more than about five watts out of the transmitter.  At this point I have incorporated a temporary transmitter made up of a HT and a solid state amplifier.  I have removed the transmitter strip so that it can be gone through.  I had obtained another transmitter strip, but it requires an oscillator module rather than a crystal as does our original transmitter strip.  More recently a complete radio was acquired (at the Orlando hamfest) of which the transmitter strip accepts a standard crystal.  Hopefully this transmitter will drop in and work.

At this time it looks like we could really use a second radio for the repeater.  I have difficulty making contact with Bob Christiano, who offered us one just like the one we have.  I have been in contact with Mat Bush who indicated he could supply us with a controller ready and set to frequency Micor for $300 if we don’t need a PL encoder and decoder installed in the radio.  We need to determine if our current setup has the PL installed in the radio or the controller before we can proceed.  The purchase of a radio for up to $360 has been approved by vote.  Transistors have been procured to repair our pre-amps.

Repeater Antenna Project

At this point it appears that our tower may have been thrown in a dumpster during a haisty cleaning effort conducted prior to Honeywell’s sale of the south building.  We may have to identify another structure on the plant 1 roof to mount any additional antennas.
Repeater upgrades

Our plan to add a frequency agile two-meter link includes a Kenwood TM-621 2 meters/220 MHz dual band mobile radio and a remote base interface from Doug Hall Electronics.  I believe we already have an antenna for 2 meters and 220 MHz.  We either need to get Jim Eberwine in to check these antennas, or take the antennas to him to check.  Our planning to determine what needs to be purchased to complete this task is per the following checklist:

· Power supply: capable of 7.5A, Controller uses 0.5A and DVR uses 1.5A. (complete)

· The radio is rated for 11A maximum.  It appears that we have a couple that may work.

· Determine length of existing hard-line:  300’

· Determine length of run from repeater to mounting position on tower:  100’

· Evaluate Ken Hartley’s ½” hard-line

· Inventory existing antenna mounting hardware:  Hold-off

Alan has designed and documented the interface cable and the parts have been acquired.  He also plans to do some programming while Julian is fabricating this cable, and then interface the hardware into the repeater cabinet to do some testing on low power into a dummy load.
