Dear Representative  ______________ and Senator ______________:
I’m a complete novice at writing to my legislators, but in this one instance, I think that the issue is important enough to bring to your attention, and to ask for your help.

I’m a radio amateur (radio ham), and have been one for many years. I am not writing to you to ask for anything for myself.  I write to ask that you co-sponsor Proposed Senate Bill No. 92.  This bill would prohibit municipalities from adopting ordinances, bylaws, and rules that do not comply with federal regulation of amateur radio service and antennas.  I fully understand that we should be loathe to take away power from cities and towns, but the fact is that throughout Connecticut they are routinely and illegally preventing radio hams from erecting antennas.  Radio hams provide an essential public service, at no cost and non-commercial, in times of emergencies – times when it is too late to start erecting antennas. 

The proposed bill was introduced by Senator Donald DeFronzo and has been referred to the Joint Committee on Energy and Technology. 

This is a good bill.  It is in the best interests of the people of Connecticut and homeland security.  The sense of the Congress of the United States has already been expressed on this subject matter, expressed as a Public Law, PL 103-408.  I hope you find it interesting and that its text encourages you to co-sponsor SB-92. 

Connecticut should join 21 other states that have already enacted similar legislation.
