US AMATEUR POWER LIMITS

At all times, transmitter power should 
be kept down to that necessary to 
carry out the desired communications. 
Power is rated in watts PEP output. 
Unless otherwise stated, the maximum 
power output is 1500 W. Power for all 
license classes is limited to 200 W in 
the 10,100-10,150 kHz band and in all 
Novice subbands below 28,100 kHz. 
Novices and Technicians are restricted 
to 200 W in the 28,100-28,500 kHz 
subbands. In addition, Novices are 
restricted to 25 W in the 222-225 MHz 
band and 5 W in the 1270-1295 MHz 
subband.

Operators with Technician class 
licenses and above may operate on all 
bands above 50 MHz. For more 
detailed information see
The FCC Rule Book.

April 15, 2000

Novice, Advanced and Technician Plus Allocations

New Novice, Advanced and Technician Plus licenses will not be issued after April 15, 2000, but existing 

Novice, Technician Plus and Advanced class licenses are unchanged. Amateurs can continue to renew 

these licenses. Technicians who pass the 5 wpm Morse code exam after that date have Technician Plus 

privileges, although their license says Technician. They must retain the 5 wpm Certificate of Successful 

Completion of Examination (CSCE) as proof. The CSCE is valid indefinitely for operating authorization, 

but is valid only for 365 days for upgrade credit.
