Jobs, Economy, Entitlement Reform, War, Child Support Reform, Marijuana.
  My name is John Doe and I am writing on many different subjects from jobs to entitlement reform. Please bear with me as this will be a long read and it contains my thoughts on many things troubling this country right now. Fact is our country right now is still in shambles economically, jobs, socially, and morally. Something is going to have to give in the economy and our direction as a country if we are to survive.
1) JOBS, MARIJUANA and WARS
  We need to return employment to this country. We need skilled labor jobs, we need manufacturing jobs, we need a strong middle class. We need thriving small business. These are what grows an economy. I am proposing some of the following ideas to your administration for review. These are my thoughts on what is needed to bring back jobs to this economy.

18) Create a Federal Lottery program and use the proceeds for education and social programs
2) ENTITLEMENT REFORM and CHILD SUPPORT REFORM.
   Entitlement reform is going to happen. There is no stopping this. The question becomes what does entitlement reform have to mean to current beneficiaries and their families? Entitlement reform can be done in a fair, balanced and responsible manner that won’t devastate program recipients. For entitlement reform to work Medicare, Medicaid, and food stamp fraud must be addressed.  This is where the costs of entitlements are exploding. Also the roadblocks between recipients and gainful employment must be mitigated. Some of the road blocks facing entitlement recipients are long periods of unemployment, long criminal histories, pre-existing medical and mental health conditions, poor financial credit histories, loss of benefits for working part time, lack of marketable skills, child support issues, student loan debt and lack of available stable jobs. Part of entitlement reform is going to have to include reforms in other areas as well to get these people back , employed stable, and gainfully employed. These reforms will have to include employment regulations, expanding the Americans with disabilities act and employment discrimination laws as well as child support law reform. There is no getting around it. These need to be done or these reforms will not work and we will simply have a country with an ever exploding prison and homeless population. The goal is to get these people working again and reduce their entitlement footprint without making them homeless or winding up in prison. This needs to be done voluntarily not forced upon recipients. You give recipients the proper tools and they will take advantage of them. Most recipients rather be employed than suffer the stigma, stereotyping and ridicule that being on an entitlement brings them.
1) Make unemployment discrimination against the disabled illegal, disallow use of criminal history, credit reports, social media postings, or pre existing conditions against the disabled as a reason not to hire them.

2) Offer free education grants to the disabled in a college or trade school that teaches a real marketable skill that is needed by the private sector.

3) Disallow insurance companies from discriminating against the disabled for preexisting conditions.

4) Reform the child support system to remove the threat of imputed income, loss of licenses and jail time from these individuals and require states to make income reporting and changes to a child support order easier for those who are disabled, low income and can not afford a lawyer. Change the system to eliminate late fees, and interest on back owed child support and allow for retroactive reduction of child support going back to the time there was a change in income status. Make those who are disabled and working toward being self sufficient exempt from child support while they are working to get stably employed. Also offer free vocational training, job placement and job counseling to non custodial parents who re out of work. In short make the child support system more fair and balanced.
6) Extend Medicare and Medicaid to these individuals after going back to work.

7) Allow part time work up to 20hrs week without loss of benefits.

8) Guarantee and ability to return to your benefits by a simple phone call if transitioning to the private sector does not work out.
9) In exchange for taking advantage of the above programs the recipient would forfeit any money back on taxes for the years there was participation in these programs.

10) Tax social security retirement and disability benefits that are at or over the federal poverty level.
11) Allow student loan debt forgiveness to remain in effect tax free even after a SSi/SSDi recipients returns to work.

12) offer programs to help and support a disabled individual in starting a business of their own to aid in getting off of government entitlement programs and be self sufficient.

To me we all need to make sacrifices. Republicans and Democrats. We need to work together to get the economy going again, solve the deficit problems and make a better future for our country as a whole not just one segment or special interest group. The above under the entitlement section comes from my personal experience being in the mental health system and documents the issues facing the disabled in getting back into the workforce and off entitlements.
