To scale for other frequencies, the short leg is 1/3 or 0.33 times (468/f,Mhz) and the long leg is 2/3 or 0.66 times (468/f, Mhz).





Advantages: Off-center feed may be more convenient for your installation; broad bandwidth (not an issue with the current 60 meter allocation, but someday; also a plus on 80 and 40m). Excellent SWL antenna as well. If cut for 80, 40 or 20, works with other bands without a tuner, according to Buck K4ABT. Untried as yet at K0ZL (but Field Day’s a-comin’!)





Disadvantages: Requires 4:1 balun instead of a center insulator or 1:1 balun.  Short leg needs to be as high as possible; long leg can droop like ½ of inverted vee but must be at least ten feet off the ground.
