SKIP DE PENDS ON A
THIM BLE FUL OF PLASMA.
(NASA JPL)The upper thermosphere  is characterized by the presence 
of plasma. This region, which extends from 85 to approximately 1,000
kilometers (53 to 620 miles), is known also as the ionosphere. The
boundaries of the ionosphere vary according to solar activity. 

The lower region of the thermosphere, from approximately 130 to 180
km, has been very difficult to explore. Satellites cannot orbit in this
region because they would rapidly fall from orbit and burn up from
atmospheric friction. Balloons cannot reach this altitude, and
sounding rockets pass through the region too quickly to obtain more
than a quick vertical profile of a particular spot.Plasma begins to
dominate Earth's environment in the ionosphere. Ionospheric plasma
is very thin and has distinctive layers that differ in composition and
density: the F1 layer (around 200 kilometers) and F2 layer (around
300 to 400 kilometers). In the F2 layer, where the plasma is most
dense, there are rarely more than 1 million electron-ion pairs in a
cubic centimeter (cc), or thimbleful, of space; in comparison, the
neutral gas density for the same region is typically 1 billion particles
per cc. (Neutral gas density at Earth's surface is approximately 10
billion billion particles per cc.) The plasma in these layers, consisting mainly of electrons and atomic oxygen ions, is sustained
by the ionizing action of solar ultraviolet radiation on the neutral atmospheric gas. All ionospheric layers tend to merge at
night.

The coun ter is none other
than our own WD8CTX, Rod ney, and
over the last several years, he has been
work ing hard to con tact an Ama teur Ra -
dio op era tor in all 3076 of them.

To make mat ters more dif fi cult, (as if it wer en’t) every con tact is be tween his base
sta tion and a mo bile in their county, only on 20 meters.

The objective of county hunting is for one radio amateur to work other radio
amateurs in all 3076 counties within the United States. The principal award issued
for working all counties the first time is called the United States of America
Counties Award (USA-CA), and is maintained by CQ Magazine. Other spe cialty
awards are pro vided by the Mo bile Ama teur Ra dio Awards Club (MARAC) as well
as other or gani za tions. More information about county hunting can be found here..

County hunters usually can be found participating in the Emergency and Mobile
County Hunters Net. This net is in operation almost any time band conditions
allow. Generally, these times are 1300 to 2200 UTC, but they can be extended when
there are active mobiles.

The primary SSB operating frequency of the county hunting net is 14.336 MHz , and 
is considered the net home frequency. A secondary net usually is in operation at
7.238 MHz, except between 1545 to 1700 UTC, when it moves to 7.243 MHz. Oc ca -
sion ally, mo bile op era tors will shift to other bands. The usual fre quency on 75 me -
ters is 3.903 MHz, while 15 and 10 me ters are at 21.338 MHz and 28.336 MHz

The CW operating frequencies of the CW net can be found at 14.0565 MHz on 20
meters and 7.0395  on 40 meters. These nets are not as active but put out a call, and
someone will usually come back. The abbreviation “CHN” is used to designate the
net.

FORM 610 -- OLD
VERSIONS
OBSOLETE 
(Webline) The FCC an nounced that as of
Janu ary 1, 1998, Ama teur Ra dio ap pli 
cants may only sub mit FCC Forms 610,
610 A and 610B that carry an edi tion
date of Sep tem ber 1997. Af ter the first of 
the new year, pre vious edi tions of Form
610 will not be ac cepted for fil ing by the
FCC or by Vol un teer Ex am iner Co or di na 
tors (VECs). Ama teurs may be gin us ing
the new Form 610s now. 

The ma jor change on the new form is a
cer ti fi ca tion that says the ap pli cant has

"read and will com ply with Sec tion
97.13(c) of the Com mis sion's Rules" re 
gard ing RF ra dia tion safety and the ama 
teur serv ice sec tion of OST/OET Bul le tin 
No 65, Evalu at ing Com pli ance with
FCC- Specified Guide lines for Hu man Ex 
po sure to Ra dio Fre quency Elec tro mag 
netic Fields. But, Ama teur Ra dio
Sup ple ment B of Bul le tin 65, which has
ad di tional in for ma tion on how to con 
duct a rou tine RF safety evalua tion and
ex plains other as pects of RF safety, is
still in the draft stages and not yet avail 
able to the ham ra dio com mu nity.
