VANITY FEE TO DROP DRAS TI CALLY
(Webline) The fee to ob tain an Ama teur Ra dio van ity call sign would drop dras ti 
cally un der the FCC’s pro posed fis cal year 1998 fee sched ule.If adopted, the new fee
will be $12.90 for the ten- year term,pay able at the time of ap pli ca tion for a new, re 
newal or re in stat ed li cense.The new fee is con tained in an FCC No tice of Pro posed
Rule mak ing, MDDocket 98-36, As sess ment and Col lec tion of Regu la tory Fees for 
Fis cal Year 1998, re leased March 25.The cur rent van ity call sign fee is $50.00 for
the ten- year term.The FCC says it has no plans to re fund the dif fer ence be tween
thecur rent fee and the new fee for ap pli cants who sub mit ap pli ca tions be fore im ple 
men ta tion of the FY 1998 fee sched ule.The FCC has cal cu lated the new fee based on 
an ex pected 10,000 ap pli cants dur ing FY 1998.The FCC says it will an nounce the ef 
fec tive date for the new feeei ther in the Re port and Or der that ter mi nates the fee
sched ule rule mak ing pro posal or by a pub lic no tice.

SPECTRUM PROTECTION BILL IN TRO DUCED
(Webline) At the request of the ARRL, a bill has been introduced in Congressto ensure the availability of spectrum to Amateur
Radio operators.The bill, HR 3572, the Amateur Radio Spectrum Protection Act of1998, would protect existing Amateur Radio 
spectrum againstreallocations to or sharing with other services unless the FCCprovides ‘’equivalent replacement spectrum’’
elsewhere. The bill wasintroduced March 27 by Rep Michael Bilirakis of Florida, aRepublican, with t he cosponsorship of Rep
Ron Klink of Pennsylvania,a Democrat. If approved, the measure would amend Section 303 of theCommunications Act of 1934 
to preclude reallocation of any primaryAmateur Radio allocations or diminution of any secondaryallocations, and would block
any additional allocations within suchbands that would substantially reduce their utility to AmateurRadio, unless the
Commission at the same time provides ‘’equivalent replacement spectrum’’ to the Amateur Service.The bill points out that a
basic purpose of Amateur Radio is toprovide ‘’voluntary, noncommercial radio service, particularlyemergency
communications,’’ and that Amateur Radio has ‘’consistentlyand reliably’’ provided emergency communication during and
after disasters. The measure notes that the FCC has ‘’taken actions whichhave resulted in the loss of at least 107 MHz of
spectrum to radioamateurs.’’HR 3572 has been referred to the House Commerce Committee. Aneffort is under way to enlist
additional cosponsors for the measure.The full text of the bill is available athttp://thomas.loc.gov

US TEAM TO TAKE ON WORLD-CLASS
FOXHUNTERS
(Webline) For the first time ever, a team of US hid den trans mit ter hunt ers—or “fox
hunt ers”—plans to com pete at the ninth ARDF World Cham pi on ships. The US
team will rep re sent the ARRL at the event, to be held Sep tem ber 1-6 in Nyire gy 
haza, Hun gary (250 km east of Bu da pest). More than two dozen coun tries are ex 
pected to send their best on- foot fox hunt ers to this world com pe ti tion, be ing
or gan ized by the Varosi Ra dio Club in Nyire gy haza. The eighth ARDF World Cham 
pi on ships were held last Sep tem ber in Sankt Engl mar, Ger many. 

The ARDF World Cham pi on ships fol low es tab lished IARU fox hunting rules, us ing
stan dard ori en teer ing maps, punches, cards, and con trol flags. Dur ing sepa rate
events on 2 me ters and 80 me ters, five low- power “fox” trans mit ters are con cealed
in a large woods. The VHF and HF events are held on sepa rate days. Each com peti 
tor, work ing in de pend ently, uses direction- finding tech niques to find as many foxes 
as pos si ble within two hours. Com peti tors and awards are sepa rated into di vi sions
on the ba sis of age and sex. 

The ARRL’s ARDF Co or di na tor Joe Moell, K0OV, says there’s still room on Team
USA for more fox hunt ers. Each com peti tor must be re spon si ble for his or her own
trans por ta tion, food, lodg ing and in ci den tals. For more in for ma tion on how you can
par tici pate, con tact Moell at Box 2508, Fuller ton, CA 92633; e- mail hom 
ingin@aol.com.
