3V, TUNISIA

Yannick, F6FYD has left Alegria and is now in Tunisia. He is expected to operate from 3V8BB.

3W, VIETNAM

Michal, 3W7TK has been very busy lately on 15 Meters CW & SSB. Check between 1245z and 1830z around 21255 or 21012 kHz. QSL via OK2HWB.
4W, EAST TIMOR

Thor, 4W6MM was heard recently with very few takers on 20 Meter CW. Watch 14002 kHz as early as 0545z and as late as 1430z. He was heard around 7025 kHz at 1030z and 1130z and there were QSN’s on 10 and 15 Meters. Check 28490 kHz at 0215z and 21003 kHz at 0445z.

4Z8, ISRAEL (Attention Prefix Hunters)

Marc, WC1X is a U.S. Ham operating in Israel with a rare prefix and will be there until June of 2002 using the call sign 4Z8BB. There is only one other licensed operator that shares the "4Z8" prefix. Marc states, "I know Israel is certainly not a rare country but the prefix '4Z8' is." Marc has worked many stations on 20 & 15 Meters SSB (mostly North Americans) and would like us to know he can also be found on 20 Meter RTTY. His schedule is: 0330-0430z on 14082 +/- QRM, 7 days a week. QSL manager is WC1X.

8Q, MALDIVES

Listen for Pierre, HB9QQ during the last week of October and the first week of November, signing 8Q7QQ. Most of his activity will be on 6 Meters but, if the propagation is unkind, he will be found on 10, 12, 17 and 30 Meters CW.

A5, BHUTAN

Tony, IK7WUL is expected to be active as A52UL August 15-28th. Activity will be on all bands, mostly SSB from the A51AA club station. QSL via I7JFQ.
CP, BOLIVIA

Steve, G4ASL is calling from Cochabamba, Bolivia, as CP5/G4ASL until October. His activity is on 80-10 Meters, mostly on RTTY, PSK31, CW and some SSTV and HELL. QSL via the bureau to home callsign G4ASL.

Listen for F1HAR, F5HRY, F5MZN, F5OIH, F6HLC, FY5FU, and FY5FY to be active as FY5KE for the next CQWW SSB as a Multi/Single entry. 

KH4, MIDWAY ISLAND

Tom, DL2RUM suggests you listen for Rudi, KH4/DL7VFR and Tom, KH4/ DL2RUM from Midway, September 20-29th. Activity will be on 160-6 Meters, CW, SSB and RTTY. QSL via home calls. For more info: http://www.qsl.net/dl2rum/

LX, LUXEMBOURG

A Dutch team will be active as LX9SW from September 15th to 22nd CW and SSB from 160 through 10 Meters with activity on RTTY and PSK31 as well. Suggested frequencies are (+/- QRM):

CW - 1820, 3520, 7020, 10120, 14060, 18070, 21020, 24900, 28020

SSB - 1845, 3785, 7080, 14185, 18150, 21280, 24950, 28480

They will be listening five kHz up. QSL via PA1KW to the bureau or direct with one IRC or green stamp.

PJ, SABA ISLAND

Kevin, KO4JY will be active from Saba August 13-18th, CW and SSB, on 20, 15 and 10 Meters. He may be on 40 Meters if he has room for a dipole. He has applied for a local call but doesn't have much confidence he will get it in time. If not, he will sign PJ/KO4JY. He will try to get an hour or two in each day in the morning and evening. For CW he will spend most of his time in the Extra band segment but will give everyone a chance for at least one day. On SSB he will use frequencies in the General class band segments.

S2, BANGLADESH

YL Shin, S21YH has kept the CW ops happy on 17, 15 & 12 Meters and worked some SSB, too. Check around 18080 (or 18150) kHz after 1700z, around 21210 kHz after 0800z and 24895 kHz after 1030z. QSL via 7M4PTE.

TG, GUATEMALA

A Spanish team consisting of EA1QF, EA3CUU, EA4BT, EA4KA, EA7AAW, EA7JB, EB1ADG and EB4EE will be in Guatemala from September 17th thru 26th installing a digital radio network. Their HF operation will take place on all bands from 160-6 Meters on SSB, CW and RTTY with emphasis on CW and the WARC bands. They have requested the call sign TGØR, but final approval is still pending. All activities will be done jointly with the Club de Radioaficionados de Guatemala (CRAG). QSL via EA4URE.

TI9, COCOS ISLAND

Andy, YS1AG/G5AYU reports there is an active station on Cocos Island and the operator is Hugo, TI2HFM/TI9. He is a gamekeeper and forester working with the Costa Rican Parks administration and is usually heard on weekends around 0300z near 7070 kHz ragchewing with TI5ECC (YL) and TI3GBP. They are not DX’ers, but like to ragchew in Spanish on 40 Meters. (and that’s better than no activity!)

TL, CENTRAL AFRICA

Charles, TL8CK seems to like 15 Meter SSB. Listen for him between 1130 and 1430z. QSL via F6EWM.

TR, GABON

Jean, TR8JCV is active on 17 Meters. Check 18132 kHz around 2030z. QSL via CBA. Also active was Jean, TR8IG on 15 and 20 Meters. Watch 14192 kHz at 2230z and 21245 kHz at 1400z. QSL via F5IG.

TT, CHAD

Eric, F5JJK signing as TT8JE was heard on 12 Meters with very few takers. Check 24945 kHz between 0730 and 0830z. QSL via F6FNU. Also active was TT8DX on 18152 kHz after 0800z and on 28495 kHz at 1230z. QSL via F5OGL. 

VP8, SOUTH GEORGIA ISLAND

The OPDX Bulletin received E-mail from Mike Gloistein, GMØHCQ who was active from South Georgia Island as VP8SGK for a few days during the end of March and early April. Mike informs us that the correct address is: Mike Gloistein, 27 Stormont Way, Scone, PH2 6SP, Scotland. He also reports he will be going back to South Georgia sometime in late November or early December and will be active aboard the Royal Research Ship Ernest Shackleton beginning about October 10th. He will be changing his call sign to VP8CMH/MM for the Falkland Islands and Antarctic waters. There is a slim chance he may be able to operate from Signy Island this time around, but he won't know for sure until he gets there. Steve, ZC4BS is also operating SSTV (possibly the only ZC4 ever!) with antennas ranging from coaxial dipoles to a 200ft doublet that worked 204 countries in 5 months. Once the weather cools down a little they will be building a few Quads for 15 & 10 Meters. They are both active in contests; usually one active on all bands, the other on a single band or even different modes to allow a better chance of catching a ZC4. Steve states that over 25,000 QSO’s between them so far suggest their signals are getting out "OK", so check the cluster because they will be listening for you.
