"The only rule change in 2006 involves
the GOTA ("Gei Om The Air'y station
bonus-poini stmictore,” says AKRKL
Contest Branch Manager Dan Henderson,
NIND. "An individual operator may earn
a S0-point bonus for completing 30 Q50s
al the (i0JTA stahon. They may carn an
additional 50 bonus points when they
reach 100 Q80<"

Henderson notes there's a 100-030 cap
for honus poinds per individmsl GOTA
operator, but additional GOTA operators
may earn the bonuses for the club, up 1o a
maximum of 50 GOTA bonms points.
"Addriionally. Ficld Day operations <an
double their GOTA bonus poimis by
harving, i designzied GOTA
Coach/Mentor  supervise  the  station
whenever it's on the air,” Henderson
nates. "The GOTA Coach/Mentor may
talk the parbcipants (hrough the QS0
and scrve as contmol operator, but GIYTA
participants must make and log all Q50s
themselves,"

This means that if a Field Day group has
a GOTA CoachvMentor. the 30 and 100-
poimt bomuses GOTA operators earn will
double 1w M0 and 20 poinis
respectively, while the maximum GOTA
bonus increases fo 1000 points.

Potawatomi language

Potawatomi is an Algonquian
language spoken by fewer than
100 people in Ontario and the
north-central United States.
The current speakers are all
older people and there is fear
that the language may die out
in the near future. Many places
in the midwest have names
derived from the Potawatomi
language, including Allegan,
Waukegan, Muskegon, Skokie
and, most famously, Chicago.
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| credit is given.

In the language, the suffix -gan
means "land," and whatever
prefix is attached would be a
defining characteristic.
Chicago, for example, has been
written down by several people
outside of the Potawatomi
pecple, and the name itself has
probably been distorted over
time, but the original meaning
was land of smelly onions, and
was prounounced She-Ka-Gan.
