Argonne Amateur Radio Club Board Meeting

Attendees: Dale Travis, Chuck Doose, Jim Jorgensen, Dick Konecny, Loren Thompson, Torben Lauritsen, and Joe Kilar.

Since the officers’ terms have all expired, we unanimously decided to have Jim lead the meeting.

Jim led a discussion on the current status of the club. There were no elections for 2004 officers, all officer positions were vacant. Regular meetings and board meetings have been sporadic and the club newsletter was sporadic too and had not been issued in several months.

Jim suggested that we schedule monthly meetings on a set, publicized schedule for the year that members could depend on. We decided to use the first Tuesday of the month as had been traditional. We decided to go with a slimmed down newsletter. Dale was willing to compile this smaller version of the newsletter if others feed him the text via emails. We also decided to set up a table occasionally in the cafeteria at lunch to publicize the club and recruit new members.

We decided upon the following interim roles:

Joe Kilar - receive incoming club mail and distribute, send newsletters for internal distribution.

That leaves two or three (depending on Torben) director positions temporarily vacant. We decided on the following action items:

· Joe will find out who is the President of the Argonne Club (it is Todd Hayden).

· Joe will locate the applications, checks and membership cards originally placed in Bruce’s mailbox and forward to Jim or Dale. (they were found and given to Dale.)

· Dick will contact the NWS about conducting a Skywarn meeting. (done, they are booked, they suggest we connect with another nearby already scheduled session.)

· Jim will book a meeting place for first Tuesday of the month meetings. (done, $27.50/month fee to be paid from our account and dining room in cafeteria now reserved for those meetings.)

· Jim will find out the procedure for setting up a table at lunchtime in the cafeteria. (done, all we need to provide is a day’s notice.)

· Jim will make arrangements to place advertising info in the Argonne News. (in progress)

· Dale will mail out membership cards with the March newsletters and handle applications and checks.

· Joe and Loren will meet later this week to transfer secretary duties and material from Joe to Loren.
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
