Location of activity:
Waikato, area around Cambridge north to Eureka and Tirau north to Waharoa.

Duration of activity:


Base operational from 7.00 am till around 7.00 pm

Brief description of activity:
The Subaru Finance Tarmac Rally part of the Parker-Enzed NZ Rally Championship. It is the last round for 2004. It is on tarmac roads in the Waikato area. The Base is in the Winger Sabaru dealership, 191 Anglesea Street, Hamilton. The start is in Hamilton Friday nite, (no comms required) and the first special stage gets away on Saturday morning early. There is 7 Start / Finish Radio operator teams and 14 mid point safety radio operators (2 persons required). No 'Yellow Flag' for this rally.

Operators are required for the 11 special stages and the Regroup/ Service Park in Matamata.  There are around 61 entries and will all start at one-minute intervals. The on stage time for special stages will be around two and half-hours. That is … On site one hour prior to stage start, one hour plus for cars to enter the special stage and around 30 minutes for the last car to exit and the sweeper (official) vehicle to clear the special stage. Cars can re-enter after Regroups. The rally runs in the area Cambridge north to Eureka and Tirau north to Waharoa.

Start / Finish operators are required to pass details supplied to them by the Post Chief. This information is recorded on small pads and pages from these pads will be passed 1 car at a time to base. 

5k Safety points will be required to sight and record car numbers that pass their position. When requested, the car numbers are transmitted to base. In all cases, please follow the base operators' instructions. He may ask you to call when you have information or you may be asked to reply when polled. 


In the Hamilton area, John Lisignoli ZL1UST is assisting as a contact. 

Communications requirements:
The rally will be all VHF. You will need a mobile 2m radio with at least 10w output. 

The repeater 146.950 (695) will be used for start/finish results.  

The Auckland STSP repeater 146.875 (6875) will be on the Kaimai's and will be used for 5k tracking 

The Auckland STSP 146.825 (6825) will be used for Regroup and Service park results. 

The Hamilton STSP 145.325 (5325) will be used for the control channel.
