This is the Salvation Army A R E S Net.  This is Kilo Delta Five Quebec Bravo Serria in Wellston, tonight’s net control station.  This net serves as a forum for training and discussion related to Emergency Communications, and for announcements of upcoming amateur radio events.





You do not have to be affiliated with the Salvation Army, SATERN or ARES to participate in this net, and all checkins are welcome.





This is a directed net.  All traffic is to be coordinated through this station.  Any station with emergency traffic during this net should break in with the word “Emergency” and your call sign, and you will be acknowledged by net control.





(Pause) 





In the event of a repeater failure, stations are directed to switch to the 147.21 repeater, and stand by to be polled by the net control station.  Note that the 147.21 repeater has a positive offset, and a tone of 141.3.  





The backup net control station tonight is ____(their call sign)______





To check in, please say, “ This is”, un-key.  If no one else is transmitting, re-key and state your call sign, then say it phonetically, and give your name, location and whether you have any announcements or formal traffic for the net.  





Example: This is (Un-key, pause)   (KD5QBS), (Kilo Delta Five Quebec Bravo Serria in Wellston)  , no traffic.  (Un-key)





I will now accept check-ins for this evening’s net.





	(NCS: Remember to give YOUR ID every 10 minutes).





	(NCS: Several times during the net, pause and ask for further check-ins)





This is     KD5QBS, net control for the Salvation Army ARES Net.  I am now accepting further check-ins for this evening’s net.  Please state your call-sign, name, location and whether you have traffic for the net.





CLOSING THE NET





QST QST, this is KD5QBS.  Net operations are terminated at this time.  The net will meet again next Thursday at 1930 hours local time.  Thanks to the Oklahoma City Autopatch Association for their support of Salvation Army Disaster Services and ARES, and for use of the repeater.
