Open

· On this remote course we the only means of communications between AID stations.  To ensure safety of race participants, our priority is to track which runners drop out and where. We also track the lead male and female runners and any stragglers along the course who have problems.  No runners should leave the course without being accounted for by race officials.  Otherwise if a runner cannot be accounted for at the end of the race, a search and rescue response may be needed until they are located. AID station chiefs will have a list of runners and check them off as they pass through.  We will relay this info whenever requested.    

· In case of a medical or public safety emergency DO NOT WAIT,  CALL 911 immediately!  Then inform Net Control promptly of your situation.  If you use a cellular phone (preferred if available) or the autopatch on 146.79- to contact Fairfax County PSCC, tell them your LOCATION, then a BRIEF description of the PROBLEM then pause and THEN let the 911 call taker prompt you for more detail.
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· It is crucial to provide the 911 operator with accurate location information.  This is because the 911 system attempts to locate where the call is coming from, which may not necessarily be the same as the location of the emergency.  Dispatching a unit to a wrong location delays response time which might be critical in the event of a life-threatening medical, fire or police emergency.

· If arriving responders must go far into the woods to locate a victim, send a runner with them who knows the exact location.  Give them an HT, locked onto a frequency in contact with Net Control. 

· We will use a directed net.  To contact with another location, identify with your tactical call to Net Control, and then wait to be recognized: "Net, this is Aid 1, Over."   When NCS recognizes you and tells you to call your station, state your traffic, conduct your business and get off.  ID with your FCC callsign only at the end of your last transmission in a series.  Excessive ID is only wastes time.  If it is necessary for two or more locations to remain in frequent direct contact, use our portable 447.625- (PL136.5) repeater, or the repeater output frequency on simplex for local talk-around. 

· When driving from home to your operating position, contact Talk-In on the 146.79- repeater.  Approximate directions follow.  I'll will mail maps to everyone.  Talk In will also have maps to assist you.

· Plan to arrive at your operating position 30 minutes before your listed duty time.  Once set up and operating, contact Talk-In on 146.79- to inform NCS that you are Ready On Station.  Talk-In NCS will  direct you to contact Race Net Control using your tactical call on the primary simplex for a radio check.

· Once checked into the Net you are expected to monitor the radio continuously.  Do not leave the net for any reason without contacting NCS.  Check in with the net again upon your return.  At the end of the race when the race crew starts dismantling your aid station or water stop, contact NCS for permission to close your station and secure.    

· Since the aid stations are in the woods, dress accordingly. Wear a hat, bring some DEET and be prepared for bugs.  I recommend that you pack a lunch, but there will be munchies at the positions.  Thanks to those who are participating, and most of all HAVE FUN and enjoy the outdoors!
Directions:

To Race HQ, Start / Finish Net Control at HEMLOCK OVERLOOK.   - Park telephone 703-993-2059

If approaching from the South on I-95 take the Occoquan Exit North on Route 123 (Ox Road).

North 8 miles to Clifton Road, Rt. 645 then turn left towards Hemlock Overlook.  Just prior to 4 miles from the Ox Road intersection Yates Ford Road Rt. 612 enters from the right, 1/4 mile later turn left onto the continuation of Yates Ford Road Rt. 615 and follow it to the end at Hemlock Overlook. 

If approaching from the East via I-495 take old exit 5, Braddock Road west 1.7 miles to the doubleleft turn onto Burke Lake Road, continue 4.7 miles past the junction with Rt. 123 where Burke Lake Road becomes Clifton Road as it crosses Rt. 123 and continue as above to Hemlock overlook.  At Hemlock NCS can set up in the picnic area under the covered pavilion on the left side of the parking lot.

To Aid 1 Rt. 28 / Centreville Road.

If approaching from Fairfax and north, take Route 28 south off I-66 continuing past New Braddock Road and being alert for Compton Road Rt. 658.  After passing through the Compton Road intersection take the last driveway on the right BEFORE cross the bridge over Bull Run. 

If approaching from the South or East,  turn West onto Clifton Road Rt. 645 from Rt. 123.  Continue through the Yates Ford intersections and through the Town of Clifton turning LEFT onto Clifton Road (Newman Road goes right) 0.7 mile turn left onto Compton Road Rt. 658, about 2 miles there is a 3-way stop, left fork again onto Compton Road 1.8 miles to the light at Centreville Road, left 1/3 mile to the large parking lot on the right just before Centreville Road crosses Bull Run.  Runners will pass UNDER the bridge along Bull Run.

From the intersection of Clifton Road Rt. 645 and Rt. 123 drive west on Clifton Road.  When you reach Yates Ford Road Rt. 612 coming in from your right take the NEXT left turn onto Henderson Road which is also Rt. 612.  If you pass Yates Ford Road Rt. 615 on your left you have gone too far, turn around!!! After about 1.6 miles Yates Ford road takes a sharp right turn, while Henderson continues straight.  Follow the park signs to Bull Run Marina about 0.8 mile, past the large open parking lot on your left, and pull in the right parking lot by the concession stand above the entrance to the boat ramp.  Set up in or near the picnic pavilion.

To Aid 4 - Wolf Run Shoals.

From the intersection of Clifton Road Rt. 645 and Rt. 123 drive west on Clifton Road about 2.2 miles to Davis Store and turn left onto Wolf Run Shoals Road.  Continue to the intersection with Henderson Road, Rt. 643 and bear right, then about 1/4 mile turn left onto Wolf Run Shoals Rt. 610, turn left 1 mile onto a dirt private lane where the aid station will be set up about 1/2 mile off the road in a field.  Tricky to find, but I know where it is!

If approaching from the South on I-95 take the Occoquan Exit North on Route 123 (Ox Road) approximately 

7 miles to Henderson Road, Rt. 643 then turn left towards Fountainhead Regional Park.  About 2 miles tuirn left onto Hampton Road Rt. 647 and continue about 1.6 miles and turn left into the park entrance on Rt. 727 and follow the park entrance road the picnic area on the right, following the yellow and blue trail blazes. 

If approaching from the East via I-495 take old exit 5, Braddock Road west 1.7 miles to the double left turn onto Burke Lake Road, continue 4.7 miles to the junction with Rt. 123, then turn left on Rt. 123 for about 1 mile, then turn right onto Henderson Road, picking up the directions above.

To Aid 6 "Do Loop"

If approaching from the South on I-95 take the Occoquan Exit North on Route 123 (Ox Road) approximately 

7 miles to Henderson Road, Rt. 643 then turn left towards Fountainhead Regional Park.  About 2 miles turn left onto Hampton Road Rt. 647 and continue past the Fountainhead park entrance about 0.6 mile past Mountain Dulcimer Court on your right and Running Fox Court on your left, then about another 1/4 mile to the Port Charlotte access road, which will be a dirt road with a gate, approximately across from on the right and slightly beyond Beaver Pond Lane which would be on your left.  Follow the blue and yellow blazes to find the aid station and race crew setting up.  

If approaching from the East via I-495 take old exit 5, Braddock Road west 1.7 miles to the double left turn onto Burke Lake Road, continue 4.7 miles to the junction with Rt. 123, then turn left on Rt. 123 for about 1 mile, then turn right onto Henderson Road to Hampton Road, picking up from the directions above.

Thanks to all of you for volunteering and for your patience and cooperation while we work through our learning curve with new operators who are unfamiliar with the course. The maps sent ahead to you should be good. Any further problems we'll address at Talk-In.    Please save any notations or corrections you make on your maps or directions for the after-action brief.  This event is an excellent drill, being an 8-13 hour field deployment using a directed net, on simplex, testing the portable RACES repeater.  I'll bring mobile HF and send the final closing report on the VBSN listing participants, assignments, and duration of net and closure time to help qualify for a SET credit.  KB2CEV and WD5DBC will operate portable packet from Net Control.  If anyone wants to bring his or her packet to "play" and test coverage, please do!  During a lull in the action NCS can take, check ins of "lurkers" to test coverage and relay an initial sitrep via VDEN to the SEC.  If anyone not working the race can set up for a few hours at the Fairfax County Woodburn Operations Center to test VHF/UHF voice/packet coverage for drill purposes, that help provide a public safety interface necessary for SET qualification.
