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The Code Practice Oscillator circuit I used was featured in the ARRL Electronics Data Book (1976).  But, I’m sure you can find a suitable circuit in any ARRL Handbook.





The circuit was constructed on a Radio Shack Multipurpose PC board and was installed in a Radio Shack enclosure (#RSU11907664) with double-sided foam tape. 





The following were mounted on the front panel:





On-Off Volume: Audio control with integral switch

A hole was drilled between the key jack and volume control for a Radio Shack #273-091 speaker.





A 9 volt battery was installed inside of the enclosure and connected to the circuit board with a Radio Shack #270-324 - 9V battery snap connector.
