My “Spotter” was built on a Radio Shack Multipurpose PC board and most of the parts were obtained from Mouser.  It was mounted in a Radio Shack enclosure (#RSU11907664). 





The following were mounted on the front panel:





On-Off Switch: Radio Shack #275-324 SPST toggle


            switch.





Audio in: Radio Shack #274-246 - 1/8” panel-mount


	             phone jack..





LED Holder: Radio Shack #276-079 (mounted in the center of the “O” in Spotter)





A 9 volt battery was installed inside of the enclosure and connected to the circuit board with a Radio Shack #270-324 - 9V battery snap connector.
