
 

In the form above, I have included an OPNOTE on the signature line, so that any ‘service’ replies can be sent 
there.  Also, someone suggested that good recording keeping requires that, after sent, you put the callsign of the 
receiving station and the date sent in the SENT section.  That part is NOT voiced. 

This form would be voiced as follows.  Prowords are in parentheses. You DO say them   ‘…’ indicates a pause.

Note that I spelled JON and SHAWN, since there are other ways to spell them.  I spelled BILLERICA just once in 
the preamble.
