The exciter S1303/04 delivers USB signals an the displayed frequency.

As option a USB / LSB change-over unit can be built into the exiter S1303/04.

This unit changes yhe transmitted sideband from the upper to the lower or opposite.

The maritime bands 12, 16 , 22 and 25MHz

As option the frequency range can be extended wby 2 extra frequncy bands in the frequency range 8.5 – 10.0MHz and 11.5 – 28MHz.
