THE STATE BORDER OF
MARKET

The state border of the islet
of Market was born as a
result of the peace of
Hamina. However, the border
was not drawn in the terrain.
It was not until during the
1981 border inspection that
the border was formed and its
turning points were marked in
the rocks of the islet.
However, no new border was
created, but instead the
peace agreement was
interpreted for Market.

MARKET ISLET AND THE
LIGHTHOUSE

Market is a bare, rocky islet
in the Sea of Aland, halfway
between Aland and the Swedish
mainland.

The length of the islet in
the east-west direction is
roughly 300 meters and the
width in the north-south
direction about 130 meters.
At the height of normal

water, the highest point of
the islet is 3.5 meters above
the water level.

Its beaches on the north side
are very steep, whereas on
the northwest and east side
of the islet there are

surging shoals.

When seafaring increased
during the early decades of
the 19th century, the
importance of marking the
islands and islets in the Sea

of Aland was discussed on a
number of occasions.

In 1820, pilot Major P. G.
Brodd was given the task of
preparing the drawings of a
future unlit safety device on
Market.

In 1834, merchants and
shipbuilders from the coastal
towns on the Gulf of Bothnia
submitted applications for
the construction of a number
of lighthouses, including one
on Market.

However, these initiatives
did not materialize, and it
was only in 1862 that the
first sea marker was erected
on Market, an about 10 meters
high iron rod, the top of
which was marked with a
barrel.

The construction work on the
current lighthouse on Market
started in the spring of
1885.

Despite the misfortunes that
occurred immediately after
the work had started - all
the building materials and
the barracks that were
brought to the place were
washed into the sea during a
storm in May - it was
possible to do an inspection
of the lighthouse on the 10th
of November in the same year.
The lighthouse light was also
1lit for the first time on
that late autumn day in 1885.

RAJA MARKETILLA

Haminan rauhansopimuksessa
vuodelta 1809 ei ole mainintaa
Marketista.

Rauhansopimuksen mukaan Venajan
ja Ruotsin valisenada rajana on
Ahvenanmeri, Pohjanlahti ja
Tornionjoki seka Muonionjoki.
Ahvenanmeren saarien osalta
todettiin, ettd Ahvenanmaan
mannerta ja Suomea lahempana
olevat saaret kuuluvat
Venajaan, mutta Ruotsin
rannikkoa l&hempana olevat
Ruotsiin.

Rauhansopimuksen perusteella
laadittiin
rajanjarjestelysopimus, Acte
dedémarcation des frontieres,
20./8. marraskuuta 1810.
Siind maariteltiin tarkka rajan
kulku, ja sen perusteella
laadittiin seuraavana wvuonna
topografinen kuvaus rajasta.
Se allekirjoitettiin 19./7.
tammikuuta 1811.
Rajanjarjestelysopimuksen
mukaan topografisella
kuvauksella “on sama voima Jja
vaikutus, kuin jos se olisi
sanasta sanaan otettu itse
tdhadn sopimukseen”.

Vuoden 1811 topografisessa
kuvauksessa on ensimma&inen
suoranainen viittaus Marketin
luotoon.

THE BORDER ON MARKET

There is no mention of Market
in the 1809 Hamina peace
agreement.

According to the peace
agreement, the border between
Russia and Sweden is the Sea
of Aland, the Gulf of Bothnia
and the Tornio River, as well
as the Muonio River.

As far as the islands in the
Sea of Aland are concerned,
it was stated that the
islands that are closer to
mainland Aland and Finland
belong to Russia, but those
that are closer to the
Swedish coast belong to
Sweden.

Based on the peace agreement,
a border settlement agreement
was prepared, Acte
dedémarcation des frontieres,
20./8. November 1810.

It defined the exact border
and, based on that, the
topographical description of
the border was drawn up the
following year.

It was signed on 19./7.
January 1811.

According to the settlement
agreement, the topographical
description “has the same
force and effect as if it had
been taken itself word for
word into this agreement”.

The topographical description
of 1811 contains the first
direct reference to Market
islet.

It states that the
demarcation line passes from
the middle of the Sea of

VUODEN 1981 RAJANKAYNTI

Suomen ja Ruotsin valisella
koko wvaltakunnanrajalla
suoritettiin v. 1981
rajankaynti, jossa rajan kulku
selvitettiin, kunnostettiin
kaikki rajamerkit ja laadittiin
uudet rajakartat.

Rajankaynnin yhteydessa
sovittiin myds Marketin
rajankdynnin periaatteista ja
suoritettiin itse rajan
madritys ja merkinta luodolla.

The same border specification
has been repeated in the
topographical description of
the 1888 border.

The center of Market islet is
also mentioned in some
subsequent agreements which,
directly or indirectly, are
based on the abovementioned
topographical descriptions.
These include the Aland
Neutralization Treaty of 1921
and the Continental Shelf
Agreement of 1972.

However, the place of the
state border remained
unvisited and unmarked until
the stipulated border
demarcation in 1981.

THE 1981 BORDER DEMARCATION

A border demarcation was
conducted along the entire
state border between Finland
and Sweden in 1981, during
which the location of the
border was made clear, all
border signs were renovated
and new border maps were
drafted.

During the border visit,
principles of the Market
border were also agreed upon
and the demarcation of the
border itself was carried out
on the islet.

The flag of the border
visitors is drifting further
away on Market.




Periaatteessa rajanmddritys oli

In principle, the demarcation
of the border was clear
according to the
topographical descriptions
mentioned above, but the
lighthouse, built and owned
by Finland, brought with it
an addition of its own. It is
located in the highest region
of the islet, 35-60 meters
west of the center of the
islet.

If the border had been drawn
in the terrain directly
through the center in the
north-south direction, the
lighthouse with all its
structures and equipment
would have remained on the
Swedish side.

Similarly, any other
straightforward borderline
leaving the lighthouse on the
Finnish side was out of the
question as the Swedish share
of the islet would then have
been smaller.

Different models which would
secure the Finnish lighthouse
operation were discussed
during the border wvisit,
models where the borderline
was drawn directly through
the center of the islet
despite the fact that the
lighthouse would remain on
the Swedish side.

However, based on the
negotiations with Sweden,
following supplement was
added to the Finnish border
demarcation regulations:
"The border on Market islet
passes in a zig-zag line
through the center of the

Suomen valtuuskunta valmistutti
tasta kuvauksesta 1:2000-
mittakaavaisen kartan, jota
kaytettiin rajanmaarityksen
yhteydessa.

Maankohoamisen arvioitiin
olleen Marketilld vyksi metri
vuodesta 1810 vuoteen 1980.
Nain ollen luodon keskipiste
maaritettiin sen alueen
painopisteena, Jjoka on metrin
tason ylapuolella.

The zig-zag line does not
affect the maritime border
around the islet.

A more accurate execution of
the surveying and marking on
the islet will be decided by
the border demarcation
delegations.

There is consensus with
Sweden that the traditional
rights of the citizens and
authorities of both countries
to land on Market remain as
before, irrespective of the
zig-zag line."

The government of Sweden gave
the Swedish border
demarcation delegation the
corresponding instructions
regarding the border on
Market.

SPECIFICATION OF THE BORDER

In the spring of 1980, on the
initiative of the Swedish
delegation, an aerial
photograph was taken from a
height of about 1500 meters.
Based on this photograph the
Finnish delegation prepared a
1:2000-scale map that was
used when specifying the
border.

The land elevation on Market
was estimated to have been
one meter from the year 1810
until the year 1980.

Thus, the center of the islet
was defined to have been at
the center of the area which
is above the meter level.

The work relating to the
border demarcation on Market
was carried out on the 10th
and 11th of May 1982.

29. syyskuuta 1972,
mainittuihin. Muut rajan

Present was the Finnish
border demarcation delegation
— chief executive Seppo
Harmala and major-general
Ilmari Kirjavainen, as well
as the secretary of the
delegation acting as
notetaker.

Sweden was represented by the
secretary of the delegation,
office manager Ake
Gustafsson, assisted by
office engineer Per-Ake
Gunnarsson.

The first task on Market was
to determine the place of the
center point on the islet.
The actual site pile and
specification of this point
was then carried out.
Measurements relating to the
border points had been pre-
calculated.

Due to some circumstances in
the terrain and approximative
orientations in the map used,
a couple of minor
specifications were made in
the terrain.

In this way, the state border
on Market was given the form
shown on the enclosed map.
The border runs in a way that
ensures both countries still
have similar-sized areas of
the islet. The border has
only been modified in a way
that places the lighthouse on
Finnish side.

The area of both areas A and
B is 0.39 hectares.

DEMARCATION OF THE BORDER

The border points 1, 11 and
12 were marked using brass
bolts embedded in the rock.
Point 1 is the center of the
islet, and points 11 and 12
show directions from the

1982 rajanvedolla maaritettiin
maastossa Suomen ja Ruotsin
valtakunnanrajan osa, Jjota
aikaisemmin ei ole kayty.
Rajan kulku oli ollut tata
ennen sanallisen maarittelyn
varassa.

Se on antanut aihetta
monenlaisiin tulkintoihin.
Erdskin artikkeli on otsikoitu:
"Valtakunnanraja makuuhuoneen
poikki.”

Tama lause viittaa aikaan,
jolloin majakalla vield oli
jatkuva miehitys, ja rajan
kuviteltiin kulkevan majakan
kautta.

Radioamatodrit puolestaan ovat
pitédneet Marketia erillisena
alueena, jolta otettua yhteytta
ei ole laskettu sen paremmin
suomalaiseksi kuin
ruotsalaiseksikaan.

The other
turning points were marked
with holes in the rock.
Through the described drawing
of the border, all the
buildings and structures that
were on the islet in 1982
were left on Finnish soil.
The length of the state
border on Market is 466.6
meters.

A HISTORIC BORDER DEMARCATION

As described above, a part of
the state border between
Finland and Sweden was
demarcated in the terrain on
Market in 1982, a part that
had not previously been done.
Before that the location of
the border had been based on
verbal definitions.

This has given rise to a wide
range of interpretations.

One article was titled: "The
state border dividing the
bedroom."

This phrase refers to the
time when the lighthouse
still had constant manning,
and the border was imagined
to go through the lighthouse.
Radio amateurs, on the other
hand, have considered Market
to be a special area from
where connections have not
been regarded as Finnish nor
Swedish.

No practical problems,
however, were caused by the
more than 170 years of
inexact border demarcation.

RATIFICATION OF THE BORDER
DEMARCATION

The Finnish and Swedish
border demarcation
delegations submitted their
joint, unanimous presentation
regarding the full state
border between the countries
on the 1st of November 1982.
After treatment by the board
and the Parliament, the
results of the border
demarcation and thus also the
border demarcation taking
place on Market for the first
time in the terrain, have
been in force since the 1st
day of August 1985 (SopS 36/5
and As 533/85).
