(1) HOW TCO RESET LIMIT SWITCHES

CAUTION: IF YOU WANT TO TEST THIS ACTUATOR ON A

A. RESET LOWER LIMIT

The factory preset mechanical fower limit on this unit
s 1/4” t0-1/2" from the retracting end of the actuator.

MAKE SURE THE ACTUATOR IS PROTECTED AT ITS
LOWER MECHANICAL LIMITS, WHEN YOU ATTACHIT
FO THE ANTENNA MOUNT. Ctherwise, please raset
lower lirmlt as following procedures:

clockwise (i.e. moving fowards the upper limit switch)
urtil you hear (you can qiso feel ith g “CLICK" sound
from the limit switch. Now the mechanical upper Iimlf
s set.

2) If the antenna can not reach the farthest satellite:

1.Cpen the back cover of the actuator locating two

plastic cams stacked one on the other (see figure 5).
The upper one is for the upper imit adjustment,

2. Loosen the limit cam screw, but do not take them out,

3. Turn the upper cam clockwise (.e, moving away from
the upper imit switch) in small increments o extend:

the actuator slowily. You must not allow the actuator
to extend all the way oull  Otherwise, the actuator
may bend and/ or the driving gear may

be destroyed. Both accidents will void the warranty.

4. Adjust the upper cam carefully to see if the actuator

can now reach the farthest satellite. If It can, foliow
proceduras In 1) to set the upper limit. If it does not,
you may need a longer actuator,
