Editing Log files with ADIF MASTER
Free Program to allow editing of ADIF Files
Any ADIF file downloaded from a logging program should open in ADIF Master. Before you start editing your log, I suggest you make a copy of the log and use it for editing until you are familiar with ADIFMaster.
The MY_SIG_INFO column is really the only column needing editing. The WWFF log uploader will search for required column headers and ignore anything else. 
Assuming you have a POTA Log with CA-1234 in MY_SIG_INFO column. 
Open the adi file in ADIFMaster;
 Right-click in the “MY_SIG_INFO” Box. A drop down box should appear.
    4) Click “Replace” 
     5) Replace box opens:
1. “Find What” (Leave as is)
2. “Replace with” type VEFF-3332 (Park Ref)
3. Then click the any text Box  with check mark
1. Select “Replace in Column”
2. Then close, replace box
6) The My_Sig_Info column should now have VEFF-3332 or whatever park ref you have from line 1 to last Q in log.
7) Be sure to save log change when edit is complete
8) I personally like to remove unnecessary columns to make the log easier to view, by deleting excess columns.  This is not absolutely necessary but helps in viewing your log for obvious errors.
9) If you want to delete a column 



a) Right click header box of the column you want to delete.



b) Click on “delete column” in the dropdown box, the column is gone.
     10) The only columns required in an ADIF file for WWFF are
CALL, DATE, TIME, BAND, MODE, SENT, REC, OPERATOR, MY_SIG_INFO; SIG_INFO (if it is a VEFF park to VEFF park). If you use a club call, for example, also, you can easily add a column “STATION_CALLSIGN” with club call or other entered in that column.
Editing an ADIF file, being familiar with ADIF Master includes: changing MY_SIG_INFO, column, removing all useless columns (optional) and changing file name to
 ve5xx@veff-1111-20240131.         Eyeball all your columns for errors.
One thing to remember about logs that have been uploaded. The log WILL NOT be deleted if it contained errors. It IS possible to have minor errors, like incorrect callsign, but it requires intervention by an individual within WWFF. That is why I emphasis the importance of checking your log before sending it in for upload. 
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
