NOTES ON VEFF LOG REQUIREMENTS 
STATION_CALLSIGN is only required in the log if the Callsign used for the activity is DIFFERENT from your Callsign. i.e. you used a Club Callsign or Special Event Callsign. 
OPERATOR column (Your Callsign) is required to ensure you are credited for the activity. 
There are 9 ADIF fields only that the WWFF uploader requires; DATE, TIME (UTC), CALL (callsign of the station you worked), BAND, MODE, RST SENT, RST RCV’D, MY_SIG_INFO (your VEFF Park Reference), OPERATOR (your callsign), and optionally SIG_INFO (Park Ref of other Park, if it's a Park-to-Park contact). MY_SIG (WWFF) can be used but NOT required.
Your Log program will export MORE Columns (+20 columns) than the uploader program requires. The uploader program is programmed to “look for” certain ADIF fields and simply ignores the others. To my surprise, I have uploaded logs which contain POTA Ref # in the SIG_INFO column, (US-1234) without any issues. I have to assume that it ignores the POTA #'s and does Track any FF References, Like VEFF-1234 in the MY_SIG_INFO column.
Log Files name: Preferred Format i.e. VE9MY@VEFF-1234 20240901. The date should be date of first QSO in that log. Also remember log may contain activity over multiple days at the same Park Reference.
I personally use a FREE program called ADIFMaster to EDIT my exported log files for submission. With ADIFMaster, within 1 minute of exporting my log, I will have all the "garbage" columns (those NOT required) deleted, making the log file easier to eyeball for correct data. ADIFMaster can be used to merge multiple logs from same Park. 
Files uploaded to WWFF are able to be "fixed" after upload but the process is painful. Much easier to get log correct the first time, Less headaches for everyone. 
As "log manager", my job is to upload your VEFF log files to WWFF. It is NOT my job to correct your files, although I do "eyeball" each log for obvious errors that I can spot before uploading. I keep a log of all Logs (NOT YOUR LOG) that I upload for reference if there are issues later.
 VEFF/POTA Cross Reference Spreadsheet. Curt, VE3ZN, has done a great job of updating and publishing the XRef database for POTA and VEFF. This requires a lot of work on his part with input from VA3RJ, Dave with new VEFF entities and VE2GT, Pierre for new POTA additions. 
If you need help with converting logs or have any questions you have regarding WWFF (VEFF) issues or rules, I am always available to assist you. 
I have had some logs converted by mParks that had issues. The mParks database does match POTA and VEFF Ref #'s from the current mParks database, It doesn't "fix" any other potential problems in the log. The other small issue with using mParks is that the mParks converter does NOT take into consideration when a park Ref was added to the database initially. This sometimes occurs if you are trying to upload older logs. There is a "Start" date when QSOs are accepted (valid) from a Reference for WWFF. 
To check your activities in WWFF, go to the WWFF.co Webpage, (you will need to be registered and logged in), click on "Logsearch" in the header, Logsearch Callsign box should appear, simply click on Search, (if you are logged-in, your callsign  i.e. "VE9MY" should appear,). This will bring up "Search Results", and will show "Summary Statistics for user VE9MY", Worked, Activated, Etc. Also it will display Continental Statistics for VE9MY, by Continent. "Mouse over" items in Summary area will bring up entry level and various subsequent upper level requirements. To view National Award Program Stats, Click on "National Awards" on the Summary Stats Page, brings up a list of Active Programmes, with your worked and Activated stats. 
Any Awards which you qualify for will indicate "Apply". Click Apply, sit back and wait for an e-mail from the Awards Manager with your free digital award attached. Once you Apply for any award, "Pending" will appear in the program until your award has been issued.
