A heavy number 8 ground wire was installed which completed the project enough to put Mac back on the air.  There are still some small problems to be worked out and it appears that the rotor for his 2-meter beam was a casualty too, and now refuses to turn the antenna.  He is now preparing to get back on the digital modes with his Packratt 232 TNC and his new ICOM 2 meter rig.  If you happen to be in the Elgin area, stop in he will be very happy to show you the new shack and even let you sit in the new office chair that Santa Claus brought him. .

Thanks to the insurance he had in place at the time of the strike, Mac was able to get his updated station back on the air.  Have you reviewed your insurance coverage lately?

QSL 2002

The QSL card has been part of armature radio since it's earliest days.  To QSL is to send a confirmation of contact between two radio stations, be it across town or around the world. The earliest form of QSL that I remember seeing was a collection of penny postcards from railroad telegraph operators pinned in the wall in my neighbors workshop. He was a railroad telegrapher at the MS tower in Corry, PA.  He is also the person who taught me the Morse code.  Railroad telegraph operators would send complimentary post cards to other stations they had exchanged traffic with.  I remember such call signs as MS, EY, WA, and QG on my neighbor’s wall.  The railroad telegrapher is history now but the exchange of cards between stations lives on between radio stations.  Many of us enjoy receiving post cards in the mail and re-living a good QSO as we read them.  I for one have thousands of QSL cards mounted in photo albums.  I look through them now and then and it is surprising how after years you remember chatting with the person who sent the card.  For instance, I have a card from November, 1954 from DL4XH.  DL4XH was a 7-year-old girl in Rostock Germany who sent CW at a speed and precision that I will never forget. Her name was Thurmgard Dudek.  Here is another card from Cecil in Capetown South Africa. Cecil is a retired traffic cop. He and his wife have three daughters and they like to tour the country in their motor home.  I have worked Cecil several times but haven’t heard from him in about five years now.  Yes, there are a lot of memories tied up in these cards.

Each amateur purchases or designs a QSL card that they think says something about themselves, their station, or their country. I grew up with the railroads so my card has a picture of a classic steam engine built in my hometown.  Some cards include Photographs, some [image: image6.jpg]3CK()

cartoons, some fancy artwork. The Idea is to be different than the next guy.  Remember, collectors don't want all their cards to look the same.  A distinctively different card will get you a good looking card in return.

The next thing to do is get our cards printed. There are a number of companies that specialize in printing QSL cards.  Printing rates average $50.00 for 500 cards and $100.00 for 1000. I have found that commercial houses such as PIP printing do an excellent job and their prices are about the same. 

Now we have to send them to the people we work on the air.  Most amateurs QSL 100%.  This can be a real chore if you are an active operator, not to mention the expense.  But there are ways around these problems.  I use a computerized logging program that prints labels containing the report information that can be stuck on the QSL card.  This saves writing the info.  The programs I use also look up the address if the recipient and print an address label that can be placed on the front of an envelope if I am sending the card via mail.  Two programs I use are LOG-EQF by N3EQF and LOGGER by W4CY.  Both programs will run on an older computer and save a lot of writing.  

Almost all of my DX QSL cards are handled VIA the ARRL outgoing and incoming QSL services.  If you work even a modest amount of DX the savings will quickly pay for your annual subscription to QST magazine.  I mail my cards 30 at a time to the ARRL outgoing QSL service in Newington, CT. The cost is $6.00 per pound, which is approximately 150 cards. I send mine at a rate of  $3.00 for 30 cards as I work about 30 DX stations a month. You can imagine what the cost would be if I sent them airmail.  Instructions for the ARRL QSL bureau may be found At www.arrl.net or you can pick up a free copy at the ARRL table at the next hamfest.

With the coming of the new millennium, there has came a new way to QSL.  It is VIA the internet.  I receive as many as ten cards a month via the Internet.  Yes, I said cards.  Many amateurs are designing electronic QSL cards on internet services.  If the recipient has a computer running windows and an ink jet printer he or she can print out a received card on medium weight coated paper that is hard to tell from a commercial job. The paper I use is Great White Imaging & Photo paper, which is a matte finish ultra white 37 lb paper that can be purchased at Wal-Mart, Office Max or Staples. Electronic QSL's are rapidly becoming popular in Europe and the Middle East.  Since the Boom in US postage rates, the use in the United States has quadrupled in the last few months. Let's face it. There is a big difference between 34 cents postage and a nickel for a sheet of paper and a little printer ink. The first service to offer electronic QSL's was "eQSL". You can find them at www.eqsl.cc on the internet.

FCC REDESIGNS AMATEUR SERVICE WEB SITE

The FCC has redesigned its Amateur Radio Service Web site and changed theURL <http://wireless.fcc.gov/services/amateur/>. The new layout makes it easier to find information on topics most requested by amateurs, including licensing, amateur exams, filing an application, changing an address or using the Universal Licensing System (ULS). The refurbished site also provides links to recent Amateur Radio-related news from the FCC.

"The new design is a part of the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau's continuing effort to meet the needs of the Amateur Radio Service operators as identified in focus groups, letters, phone calls, and e-mails," the FCC said in a news release.

The new design clusters FCC public notices, news releases, and other official documents affecting Amateur Radio operators on the right side of the page. On the left side of the page, the new navigation scheme displays information on the Amateur Radio Service, the sequential call sign system, licensing and vanity call signs as well as amateur-related communications policies such as reciprocal agreements. The site also offers links to information on the limited federal preemption known as PRB-1, the Part 97 Amateur Service rules and the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau and ULS sites.  The site, launched on February 20, includes a search engine for the entire FCC Web site <http://www.fcc.gov>.
