K3PLV RETURNS TO JERSEY ISLAND

Well, it's that time of the year again.  I'm returning along with my friend Pete (K8PT) to Jersey Island for a DXpedition.  I will arrive on Jersey on March 22 and stay seven nights.  Operation will be on all bands, 160 meters to 10 meters, including the WARC bands.  We will use single sideband, CW and RTTY and operate with the calls MJ/K3PLV and MJ/K8PT.  CW operation will be at 3525 kHz, 7025 kHz, 10103 kHz, 14025 kHz, 18070 kHz, 21025 kHz, 24895 kHz, and 28025 kHz and SSB operation will be on the standard DX frequencies, 3795 kHz, 7060 kHz (QSX 7250), 14195 kHz, 18145 kHz, 21295 kHz, 24,945 kHz and 28495 kHz.  However, we will try to operate SSB on in the general portion of the band.  Especially check 14260 kHz.  RTTY will be on the standard RTTY frequencies with operation probably limited to 20, 15, and 10 meters.

An easy way to find us if you have Internet capability is to connect to www.dxer.org and click on DX Summit, then Last 250 spots and you should see people locating what frequency we happen to be on.  You can also plug in our calls under Spot History.  Make sure when you work me to mention that you know me as after many hours of operation all calls seem to sound alike.  Point your antennas toward France, if they're rotatable, as Jersey is the largest of the Channel Islands and is 14 miles off its coast.  Of course Jersey counts as a separate country as they have their own government and issue their own currency and postage stamps.  I'm looking forward to contacting as many of my friends here as possible.73,

RF SAFETY--

MORE THAN QUESTIONS ON A TEST

A few weeks ago, I had a fellow on 40 M. SSB, ask me what I thought about the restructuring, and what was I going to do when the FCC came around to shut me down for RF Safety?  After I answered question number one, I asked him to repeat his question on RF Safety.  He said that at a club meeting the other night, their club president told them that if everyone had not completed an RF Safety Study, they would be ordered off the air! He was extremely concerned because he had not done it yet, and was overwhelmed by all the “stuff’ he had to do.  I asked him the same questions you read about in my first articles, and then proceeded to talk him through his RF Safety Study right on the air. It only took about 10 minutes to look over two charts, and give him the answers he needed.  In just that casual conversation, he was LEGAL!  Not only that, he was probably more legal than over 80% of the hams he talks to every day!

My point of these articles all along has been to show you that RF Safety is important, but it isn’t rocket science!  There are charts, graphs, and diagrams designed by leading RF Experts that eliminate the need for big buck equipment, and in this article, we will begin the process of using the first valuable tool.  It comes from Ed Hare, W1RFI.  His article on RF Safety appeared in QST Magazine a couple of years ago.  I have based a good deal of my articles on what he did.  In Bulletin 65, there is a small (almost impossible to read) list of numbers.  I discovered that it was a key to who really has to do an RF Study.   It’s a list of basic maximum power levels you can run before you are required to complete one!  Ed Hare reprinted this list in his QST article, and here it is:

It’s important to remember a few things here:

FIRST:  These power levels are NOT limits. The RF Safety Rules do not change the maximum power you can use on HF or VHF/UHF. Full legal limits remain unchanged.

SECOND:  If you run more than these levels, you simply are required to do an RF Safety check of your station.

There it is!  The magic list.  If you operate under the power levels shown, you have met the basic requirements of RF Safety.  Use this as a guide, and make a note in your log that you have examined the power levels of your station.  This notation should be done simply to show you have done it. You aren’t even required to do it, but I would anyway.

Remember that the power levels listed are based on power fed to the antenna.  That means if your transmitter output is 50 watts, on Ten meters, but your antenna has a huge amount of gain, say 10 DB or so, you’re still okay!

But to determine safe distances in situations where an RF Safety Study will be required, you’ll want to know how much gain your antenna has.  Now you do not need to figure this out by yourself.  The charts used by the ARRL and the FCC do everything for you.  But now and then, you may build an antenna that doesn’t really fit the categories they list.  Knowing the DB gain will become important in those situations.  So put this list in a handy spot for reference:

Loops, driven dipoles, phased singles, and other sophisticated configurations will take some study of the ARRL Antenna Handbook, or you may actually have to use one of the many antenna design programs to come up with your specific antenna.

The RF Safety rules are actually pretty liberal.  Since the FCC has no plans right now to stop by your antenna farm with a tape rule, all you really need to do is check your plant out, and make adjustments to comply.  Of course that is if you even need to.

Next month, I will get out the dreaded charts.  You'll be surprised to find out how simple they are to use.

The PA Army MARS emergency operations plan went in effect at 9:00 AM on December 31, 1999 with an hourly check-in on 4441.5 kHz. CHARGING WET CELL

STORAGE BATTERIES

When you are on "battery" power, you don't have the luxury of ignoring power usage.  Keeping batteries in good condition involves constant checking on charging rates and times.  Here is a little chart I use to keep track of battery voltage in my camper and in the shack.  A digital voltmeter is necessary for quick, easy checking of battery condition.

Lead-acid batteries should be charged as soon as possible after being used.  Your best bet for a battery in the shack is the deep cycle type.  These batteries are built with heavier plates and better spacers and hold up much better than an automotive type battery.  That is not to say that you cannot use automotive batteries, but you should always recharge them immediately after use and you should only draw current from them until they reach a 10-volt-under load condition.  A good choice for emergency use batteries is two golf cart (6-volt) batteries in series.  They are likely to give radically better results than two automotive-type batteries of equal capacity installed in parallel.  

I am presently using an automotive-type battery in the shack.  It has been in use for a couple of years now and still seems to be holding up well.  But I never store it in a discharged condition.
