| want to give the members a heads-up on the
status and future of the EBARC club station in
Richmond. The club may need to make some
decisions and take action this year.

Earlier this month | attended a Richmond EOC,
(Emergency Operations Center), Workgroup
meeting, along with members of CCCC and
CERT. According to Kathryn Gerk, Emergency
Services Manager, Office of Emergency
Services, there is some movement towards
starting a project at Nicholl Park which will
require removing the Red Cross building and

EBARC station. (She has since indicated that
this may occur in the first half of 2014.)
Although there are no dates given, we should
expect a request to vacate sooner rather than
later. Kathy is attempting to use Richmond’s
need for us to move as leverage to get
decisions about a location for Amateur Radio
operations and possibly some financial
assistance to accomplish a move to a
Richmond location or to the EOC facilities at
the Richmond Civic Center. We discussed the
needs for an Amateur Radio facility within the
EOC and the issues of relocating some of the
EBARC station to the Richmond City Hall. We
made estimates of the requirements for
antennas and operating space and the
associated costs. Kathy conducted a tour of
several rooms in buildings at the Civic Center
complex.

What does this mean to EBARC? First, it
means that we need to begin planning the
closure of the EBARC station. (This will
happen even if we do not move to the EOC.)
Decisions will need to be made regarding
equipments and materials to be retained or
discarded. Our antennas and towers will have
to be dismantled and possibly disposed of.

Our collection of Field Day equipment will not
fit with the mission of EOC, so it will need to be
stored elsewhere. Last, a move to EOC will
require the station to be used in an
EOC/RACES operation. Access to the station
would be more limited since the EOC is in a
high security area. Members would need to be
badged. EBARC would be expected to
participate in EMComm training and tests.

This may be a good time to consider whether
the club needs to maintain a club station. Our
station has fallen into a poor state of repair and
is practically unused for Amateur Radio
operation. The Emergency Communications
equipment consists of aging VHF radios and
obsolete computers. Several of the antennas
including the main HF Yagi are in need of
repairs. The primary use seems to be for
storing EBARC Field Day supplies and
personal equipment and for Executive
Committee meetings.
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The EBARC Board will be discussing plans for
the station and equipment at our next
Executive Committee meeting on Monday,
February 10™ at the station. We meet at 7:30
p.m., and all members are welcome to come
and offer suggestions or volunteer to help.

How About EBARC Field Day?

Do we want to do Field Day this year? ARRL
Field Day for 2014 will be on the weekend of
June 27- 29, the last full weekend of June. We
need someone to be Field Day Coordinator
and start organizing. FD is an event that offers
opportunities for several aspects of Amateur
Radio. Some are good at planning and
coordinating and recruiting the teams. There
are those who enjoy setting up the tents,
antennas, power systems, and other logistics.
