After the break the business portion of the meeting
ensued.

It was approved as read and filed for audit.
PRESIDENT’S report was presented by Michael
“Stogie” Panger, KG6JCW.  Stogie reported that the
Christmas party will held in December on the second
Friday.  He also called for volunteers to help decorate
the banquet location for the party and also would like
to have a clean up crew volunteer as well.  Stogie
announced that Doug Wescott KF6QXU is now a silent
key.
EDUCATION report was given by Mike, N6OPH.  The

first Tuesday of each month.  The technician classes
will begin in January 2005.
PUBLIC RELATIONS chairman, Paul, KC6QLS announced
that the Ham Radio Roundup will be held on 30
October at Hilltop Park.  It was moved and seconded
that the club loan its barbeque and waive the $200
deposit for use at the Ham Radio Round Up.  Motion
was carried.
ESTATE SALES chairman, Tom, N6JOJ, announced that
we received a $100 donation from Richard WB6BZE
for some equipment that he sold at the swap meet.
Mike, N6OPH announced that he has written two
thank you notes for last months donations.
MEMBERSHIP CHAIRMAN, David Cyr, announced that
there are 213 paid members to the club.  The last
WAMO number is 1639.
SOCIAL CHAIRMAN, Xemi, KD6PRV, reported that he
will do the decorating for the Christmas Party.
PRIZE COMMITTEE asked the membership to buy
tickets for the prize table.  He is giving away some
boat anchors this evening with lots of dials and
knobs.
SANDARC report was given by Mike, N6OPH in the
absence of Larry AE6AV.  He stated that SANDARC

has settled on two candidates for the office of
convention chairman.  They are Pat, WA6MHZ and
Mike, N6OPH.  SANDARC would like each of the club
delegates to report to the clubs and request a club
preference.  The venues are now between the
Escondido Center for the Arts and the Marriott Hotel,
Mission Valley.
The October meeting of the council will be the last for
the remainder of the year.  The council will then
reconvene in January.  The election of the convention
chairman and treasurer will occur during the October
meeting.  At the conclusion of the SANDARC report,
both candidates for convention chairman were
excused from the meeting in order for the general
membership to register their preference.  At the
conclusion of the voting, the general membership
directed the SANDARC delegates to vote for Mike,
N6OPH at the October council meeting.

Motion was carried.
Nominations for the nominations committee were
solicited by the club president.  The nominations
committee requires four members and a chairman.
Last year’s nominations committee chairman is also
an ex officio member.  The following individuals
volunteered:  Ann,   KC6TBG; Michael, AE6CQ; Tom,
KC6NXT, Anselmo, KD6PRV plus Earl, KF6WNX.  Since
there were no other volunteers to come forward, it
was moved and seconded that the rules be
suspended and consider the slate elected by
acclamation and that they select their own chairman.
This motion was carried by two-thirds votes of the
general membership assembled.  The committee
chose Anselmo, KD6PRV as it chairman.  The
committee will report to the general membership on a
slate of nominees at the November general
membership meeting.
The club president also reported that the Santee
Baptist Church at which club meetings and functions
are held is experiencing some financial difficulties in
extremes.  It was suggested that the club should
donate $300 for the use of the facilities.  It was
moved and seconded that a check for $300 be
donated to the church.  The motion was carried.
There being no further business before the general
membership, the meeting was adjourned at 2050
hours.

He holds an Extra Class License, is a
member of the El Cajon Club, teaches
amateur radio classes, contributes to the
community, and is this month’s man of the
hour. Michael Maston, WAMO 660, the
spotlight is on you.
            Michael Maston was introduced to the
amateur radio world by his father in 1952.
Maston tells of his first exposure to radios,
“My father had a home-brew pair of twins
with a 3KW amp.” He had a number of
“novice” calls throughout the ‘50s, later
upgrading and making his first contact on the
then new voice band, 40 meters. Maston
speaks fondly of his father, W6JYQ, “He
became a silent key in July 1997.”
            Maston’s first amateur radio public
service occurred in 1955 during the Yuba
City/Marysville flood. Again he used his
radio for community service in Julian,
working for CDF as front line
communications during the 2003 October
Fires. In addition, he has previously worked
with the Friendship Festivals, Mother Goose
Parades and both field and club days at the
Del Mar Fair.
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In 1999, Maston began teaching amateur
radio classes for the El Cajon Club and
remains committed. With the encouragement
of Charles Ray, W6SF, Maston says, “I
became involved with SANDARC,” which led
him to further involvement, “I became
chairman of that organization in 2001.”

In the past, he became part of the
testing team as a VE and also helped by
introducing speakers during the 1998
Convention. He is presently a VE member
and works at the North Park testing site. 
            Maston favors 40, 20 and 17 meters,
which are side band frequencies. He’s
contacted as far as Canton China. Over the
years, he has been and continues to be an
active Club member and says, “I enjoy
teaching amateur radio.”
            He was born in Sacramento, CA on
July 31, 1945 with the name Michele Paolo
Mastroleo son of Umberto A. Mastroleo. His
father later changed his name in 1952.
Maston served in the USAF, is a “semi
retired” funeral director and embalmer.
Nowadays he is a part time library aide for
the City of San Diego.
            We end with wise words from this
month’s Ham, “During my formative years I
learned courtesy on and off the air. Set a
good example for those who follow you.” Oh
so true! Thank you.
            No longer just a voice on the radio,
the spotlight shines on Michael Maston.
