Hobbies and Miscellaneous: Datek Securites was located in Jersey City, New Jersey, on the waterfront of the Hudson River directly across from the twin towers. On September 11, 2011, I decided to get a haircut from my barber who had a shop located just off Wall Street in downtown Manhattan. I took the ferry located just outside my building across to the World Trade Center ferry terminal. I had just exited the North Tower when the first plane hit. I looked up to see an enormous plume of fire spew out of the building. I took off at a dead run to a loading dock of a building across the street, but not before being pelted from debris falling from the building. After about six hours I was able to make it back to Jersey City on a Police launch. I lost over 30 friends and business acquaintances in the attack.
